Update on City activities 

BACKGROUND 

General Updates 

• The City Manager will be out of office on Friday, October 14th.

Updates on City Business 

• Harvest Festival was a success. The Harvest Festival had a great turnout from runners,
vendors, musicians, and attendees. A HUGE THANK YOU to our festival directors: Hector
Flores, Ana Byers (volunteer extraordinaire!) and Colette Pare-Miller (volunteer
extraordinaire!), and our incredible volunteers and staff who helped make the event a success.
I think we are all ready to sleep for a week, post-event.

• Cold/Flu season is leading to early closures at City Hall. The City currently has one front
desk position vacant and back-to-school germs have increased the number of staff that are
out. We will be closing City Hall at 12pm on Fridays and may have various days where we
need to close our front reception area early due to a lack of staffing. We appreciate the
understanding and flexibility from the community. We are hoping our immune systems get
back-up-to-speed soon so that City Hall can be open full-time.

• We are hiring! Is staying organized one of your superpowers? Are you a computer whiz who
likes interacting with people? Do you have experience in billing or accounting? Come join our
team as a Utility Billing Clerk II! A full job description and application can be found at
www.cityoftalent.org/employment.asp. The application period closes October 7th.

• The Police Department is back to (nearly) full staffing. Did you notice the team in blue at
the Harvest Festival? Did you see some new faces? We are excited to have Sergeant Gaunt,
Officer Amesur, Officer Ridenour, and Officer Sanchez join our community and team! These
recent hires have brought our police department back to full staffing. Two of our officers are
still in training but are expected to be able to patrol on their own in the next one-to-two months
(Officer Schwann), and six-to-eight months (Officer Amesur). Keep an eye peeled for future
coffees-with-a-cop to get to know the team.

• W Valley View Project has hit a road bump. Knife River, the general contractor, is using a
subcontractor to apply the striping and bike lane markings that are the last step in the project.
The quote that Knife River received from the subcontractor did not include a portion of the
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striping. Knife River is currently in negotiations with their subcontractor and with the City to 
reassess project cost. The contractor continues to be fined $500 for each day that the project 
is not completed.    

Active Regional Projects 

• Transportation Growth Management (TGM) Hwy-99 and Bear Creek Corridor
Revisioning. DLCD and ODOT, in partnership with Talent, Phoenix, and Jackson County, are
conducting a revisioning and municipal code assessment project of Highway 99 and Bear
Creek corridor to help increase mixed-use and multimodal transportation. Since the last update
provided to Council, the consultant has formed a Project Advisory Committee composed off the
various regulatory and jurisdictional agencies associated with the project area, and a Citizen
Advisory Committee composed of residents and business owners who live and/or work within
the project area. Currently, the City of Talent is providing feedback on the consultant’s
proposed public engagement plan, which outline the public meetings, community surveys, and
community workshops that the consultant will host to receive public input.

• Upcoming HUD CDBG-DR Funding. Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS) is
currently developing the program manual for applying for and receiving the 2020 disaster-
related HUD funding that is coming down the pipeline. The City has met with OHCS
representatives to better understand what is and isn’t eligible under the HUD funding, what the
application process is, and the pros and cons of using HUD funding for specific projects. This
information will be shared to City Council as part of the discussion of urban renewal projects
and available funding sources.

• Urban Renewal Planning. For the past two months, staff have been working with various
stakeholders including the County Assessor’s office, local business owners and commercial
property owners, various neighborhood groups, and some of the impacted taxing districts, to
(a) establish more nuanced assumptions for the financial projections, (b) identify current
barriers to development, and (c) identify specific projects that can help reduce those barriers.
Staff plan on bringing project ideas to Council for their consideration at the October 19th

meeting. Staff has also heard from the County Assessor’s office that the tax roll is expected to
be certified by October 7th. The Urban Renewal consultant, Elaine Howard and Tiberius
Solutions, will re-run the projections for tax-increment-financing based off the newly certified
data, and will incorporate any potential changes to the boundary or timeline that Council would
like to consider.

Upcoming Council Discussions 

• Rebuild Policies. The City of Talent has put practices into place to help support the
community’s rebuilding efforts post-Almeda Fire. Staff are hoping to formalize those practices
as written policy and, in doing so, discuss which of those practices are having their intended
impacts, which are not, and how they can be changed to better meet our community needs.
This topic will have been discussed at the study session prior to this meeting. If the Council
would like to take any specific actions, they will be considered at the regular council meeting
on October 19th.

• SDC Fees. Typically, System Development Charges are increased each year by the
construction inflation index. This ensures that the revenue needed to maintain and update our
infrastructure stays apace with costs. The City of Talent has not increased our SDC’s since



2020, and construction costs have increased 27% since then. This topic will have been 
discussed at the study session prior to this meeting. If the Council would like to take any 
specific actions, they will be considered at the regular council meeting on October 19th.  

• Water Conservation. The City of Talent needs to update their Water Conservation
Management Plan to fully participate in the water rights management agreement that was
signed this spring. Staff plan on using this opportunity to begin talking with other jurisdictions
about their water conservations efforts, to identifying best practices, available resources, and
begin working towards regionally aligned efforts. This topic is likely to come before Council in
November/December.

• Urban Renewal. The Council study session on October 19th will focus on potential changes to
the proposed urban renewal plan. Those potential changes will include measurable goals, a
framework or project selection criteria to help better meet plan intentions, specific projects, and
potential boundary changes.

Summary
The City of Talent, OR's (A2) credit profile is supported by its sound financial position which
has largely stabilized the city's credit profile as it continues to recover from the September
2020 Almeda fire which caused significant destruction of property. Property tax revenue has
remained relatively strong while a significant increase in community development revenue
and an influx of grants and one-time funds has further supported healthy reserves. The city's
credit profile also benefits from the strong pace of rebuilding which has resulted in taxable
values remaining above initial projections and will support tax base growth over the next few
years. The city's debt burden is low and its unfunded pension liability is expected to remain
manageable.

On September 22, Moody's confirmed the city's A2 issuer rating and the A2 rating on the
city's Certificates of Participation, Series 2013B.

Profile
The City of Talent is located in Jackson County (Aa1) in southwestern Oregon (Aa1 stable), midway between Medford and Ashland
(Aa3) along the I-5 corridor. Total city population is 6,553 as of the 2020 American Community Survey. City services are primarily
public safety, streets, parks, community development and administration. The city also provides water services to the city through a
self-supporting enterprise.

Detailed credit considerations
Tax base and economy: economic recovery from the fire exceeding expectations
The city’s local economy remains sound and property values will see strong growth over the next few years, driven by rebuilding of
residential and commercial properties following the September 2020 Almeda Fire. The 2020 fire destroyed roughly a third of residential
properties and two thirds of brick-and-mortar businesses in the city, presenting significant economic challenges at the same time as the
city was grappling with the adverse impacts of the coronavirus pandemic. Favorably, rapid rebuilding of residential properties and the
city’s proximity to the larger cities of Medford and Ashland have supported the city’s economic stability, and two years after the fire the
city reports that the pace of recovery has exceeded expectations, though challenges remain.

Initial expectations following the fire were that taxable values would fall by up to 25% in fiscal 2022. Favorably, however, actual
assessed values in the city fell by a more moderate 11.6% while real market value declined by an even lesser 8.7% to $626 million.

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Taxable values are expected to largely to rebound in fiscal 2023 and then experience strong growth over the following years as
rebuilding occurs and higher valued developments replace previously aging structures. The pace of rebuilding for single-family homes
in particular has been rapid and the city expects 75% of single-family homes to have been rebuilt or be in the process of rebuilding by
the end of this calendar year. Additionally, the city reports that the density of housing has increased by almost 25% relative to pre-fire
levels with current development plans including several multifamily complexes. As a result, the city projects that population levels will
favorably surpass 2020 levels within the next two years.

The pace of commercial rebuilding has lagged that of residential, though it is expected to pick up. The city’s proximity to Medford
and Ashland has played a significant factor in the city’s economic stability as the larger economic centers have provided employment
opportunities and met retail and service needs of city residents as brick-and-mortar businesses in the city have been slower to be
rebuilt. The state has committed a sizable $13 million in funds to help with economic recovery to support businesses and commercial
properties owners within the county, which will help spur development. Management states that getting brick-and-mortar businesses
rebuilt is a high priority of the city.

Underlying demographic characteristics continue to be constraining characteristics in the city's credit profile. Resident incomes are
below average at 71.3% of the US median while the city’s poverty rate was an elevated 17.0% as of 2020. As median home prices rise
with new construction, some of the city’s displaced residents are at risk of being priced out of the area and affordable housing is a key
issue for the city. Management anticipates receiving substantial grant funding for affordable housing over the next two years which will
help to meet community housing needs.

Financial operations and reserves: financial position will remain sound
The city’s financial position is solid and will remain sound over the next few years, supported by strong development revenue, sizable
grants and one-time funds and expected growth in property tax revenue. The city generated a favorable $748 thousand general fund
surplus in fiscal 2021, growing available general fund balance to $2.5 million or a strong 62.8% of revenue. The favorable results were
driven in large part by a significant increase in community development revenue resulting from the sizable amount of permit activity
resulting from new construction. The city generated over $1.1 million in community development revenue in 2021, an increase of over
400% from 2020 levels, and projects to generate similar levels of development revenue in fiscal 2022 and 2023. Positive 2021 results
were also supported by increasing grant revenue as the city received assistance as a result of the fire.

The city projects a further increase in fund balance at fiscal 2022 year end, with projected ending general fund balance of $4.4 million.
While the city saw a moderate decline in property tax revenue in 2022 due to the decline in taxable values, this was more than offset
by strong development revenue and significant grant revenue and one-time funds. The city received approximately $970 thousand
in Property Tax Stabilization funds from the state while it also received the first half of its allocated $1.47 million in federal ARPA
funds. Favorable 2023 operations are also expected as development revenue remains strong and significant additional one-time
funds are received. The city anticipates receiving the second half of its ARPA allocation in fiscal 2023, along with $610 thousand
in reimbursements from the Municipal Wildfire Assistance Program and $115,000 in reimbursements from FEMA, among others.
Property tax revenue is expected to be a significantly growing revenue source in subsequent years as rebuilding bolsters taxable values.
Management targets minimum general fund balance equal to 4 months of expenses, which further supports healthy reserves going
forward.

The city's primary enterprise is a water system, which the city continues to rebuild and improve in order to meet resident needs.
The water system is a critical part of the city's operations and the city reports a 10% decline in water revenue in 2022, though this is
favorable to initial projections following the fire. The city projects a return to typical revenue levels in 2023 and has plans to conduct a
new water rate study in the current fiscal year.

Liquidity
Net cash is the same as fund balance as the city's audit is on a cash basis. Total operating net cash, including cash in the general fund
and debt service fund, was $2.5 million at fiscal 2021 year-end, equal to a strong 61.5% of operating revenue.

Debt and pensions: long-term liabilities will remain manageable
The city’s debt burden is low and will remain a relative strength of the city’s credit profile. The city has no general obligation unlimited
tax debt outstanding following final maturity of the city’s Series 2007 General Obligation bonds in January 2022. Outstanding debt
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consists of $2.5 million in Certificates of Participation (COPs) and $872 thousand in a Safe Drinking Water Revolving Loan. Repayments
on the COPs and the revolving loan are made out of the city’s Water Fund and the debt is considered to be self-supporting based on
the ample coverage provided by Water Fund net revenue. The city reports no current plans for additional debt issuance, though it is
currently in the process of creating a new Capital Improvement Plan and is assessing capital needs over the upcoming years. There
is potential for the creation of an Urban Renewal District within the city that would help fund capital projects in the burn scar area,
though that is still in development phases and would require voter approval.

Legal security
The 2013B Certificates of Participation are secured by the City of Talent's full faith and credit and are not subject to appropriation.

Debt structure
All of the city's debt is fixed rate and matures over the long-term with final maturity in 2036.

Debt-related derivatives
The city is not a party to any debt-related derivatives.

Pensions and OPEB
The city participates in the Oregon Public Employees Retirement System (OPERS) and the city’s adjusted net pension liability is
growing but manageable. The city’s 3-year average of Moody’s adjusted net pension liability (ANPL) is somewhat elevated at 2.3x
operating revenue, though equal to a more moderate 1.4% of full value. Pension contributions have notably been below Moody's
“tread water” level in recent years, or the amount necessary to keep pension liabilities from growing under plan assumptions, indicating
that the city’s reported unfunded liability is likely to continue to increase. Favorably, the city reports no unfunded OPEB liability as plan
assets exceed the reported total liability.

Total fixed costs in 2021 were equal to a below-median 9.2% of operating revenue, not incorporating debt service on the COPs and
Revolving Loan which are considered self-supporting from Enterprise Water Fund revenue.

ESG considerations
Environmental
Environmental considerations are material to the city's credit profile, particularly in light of the significant destruction from the
September 2020 fire, which we consider to be a “natural and man-made hazard” under our ESG framework. According to data from
Moody’s ESG Solutions, the city has high risk exposure to wildfires and flooding and medium risk exposure to heat stress and water
stress. The city’s strong reserve levels provide a mitigant to credit risk from potential natural disasters, while the city’s experience in the
two years following the Almeda fire leave it well equipped to handle potential future emergencies.

Social
Social considerations include the city’s below average resident incomes and above average poverty. Population trends are also a social
consideration. Demographic estimates indicate that population fell from roughly 6,300 in 2020 to roughly 5,750 after the fire. The city
projects current population to be close to 6,000 residents and expects population to surpass 2020 levels within the next few years as
higher density rebuilding is completed.

Governance
Governance is strong, as reflected by the city’s strong reserve policy and conservative budgeting practices. The city’s current
management team has made it a priority to further strengthen financial controls and implement more robust long-term planning.
Management is currently creating a new Capital Improvement Plan and has plans to undergo a comprehensive water rate study in the
current year to further support long-term financial stability.

Oregon Cities have an institutional framework score 1 of "Aa," which is strong. Property tax, a major revenue source, is subject to a cap
that can be overridden with voter approval only; the cap of approximately 3% for most properties still allows for moderate revenue-
raising ability. Revenue predictability is strong, with highly stable and predictable revenue sources. Expenditure reduction ability is
moderate, with fixed costs generally between 10-25% of expenditures driven by growing pension contributions for many. Major
expenditures, typically for public safety, tend to be highly stable, for strong expenditure predictability.
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Rating methodology and scorecard factors
The US Local Government General Obligation Debt methodology includes a scorecard, a tool providing a composite score of a local
government’s credit profile based on the weighted factors we consider most important, universal and measurable, as well as possible
notching factors dependent on individual credit strengths and weaknesses. Its purpose is not to determine the final rating, but rather to
provide a standard platform from which to analyze and compare local government credits.

AGREEMENTS 

In Consideration of, and under the terms, covenants and conditions hereinafter set forth, Landlord hereby leases the Leased 
Premises to the Tenant, together with the nonexclusive right to use the Common Facilities. 

1. DEFINITIONS The following terms, as used herein, are defined:

a. Real Property: The real property commonly referred to as the Depot Building upon tax lot 10700 in Talent, OR
97540, consisting of approximately 2191 total usable square feet.

b. Leased Premises: Within a portion of the real property at 100 E. Main Street, Suite C, Talent, OR 97540, and
consisting of approximately 889 square feet.

2. TERM This Lease shall commence on the 6th day of October 2022 and terminate on the 30th day of June 2023.
3. RENT For the whole of the said term, Tenant agrees to pay Rent and all charges due on the 1st of each month. Tenant shall pay

$1 per month for the Premises and Landlord shall provide in-kind rent for the remainder of the Base Rent for the Premises. The
Base Rent for the Premises follows the rate schedule below:

October 6, 2022 to October 31, 2022 = $784.74 

November 1, 2022 to January 31, 2023  = $941.69/month 

February 1, 2023 to June 30, 2023 = $969.94/month 

  3.2 Rent is due on the 1st of each month. In the event any payment coming due from Tenant to Landlord hereunder, specifically 
including the monthly rental payment, is not received by the Landlord within ten (10) days from the due date thereof, Tenant shall 
pay to Landlord a late charge of ten percent (10%) of rent, but in no event to exceed any maximum amount now or hereafter 
established by law. 

4. SECURITY DEPOSIT: Tenant will deposit a $500.00 a Security Deposit to secure Tenant’s obligations under this Lease. If
Tenant fails to pay rent or other charges due hereunder, or otherwise defaults with respect to any provision of this Lease, Landlord
may use, apply or retain all or any portion of said deposit for the payment of any rent or other charge in default for the payment
of any other sum to which Landlord may become obligated by reason of Tenant's default, or to compensate Landlord for any
loss or damage which Landlord may suffer thereby. If Landlord so uses or applies all or any portion of said deposit, Tenant
shall within ten (10) days after written demand therefor deposit cash with Landlord in an amount sufficient to restore said deposit
to the full amount then required of Tenant. If Tenant performs all of Tenant's obligations hereunder, said deposit, or so much
thereof as has not heretofore been applied by Landlord, shall be returned, without payment of interest or other increment for its
use, to Tenant (or, at Landlord's option, to the last assignee, if any, of Tenant's interest hereunder) at the expiration of the term
hereof, and after Tenant has vacated the Premises.

7.3
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5. COMMON AREA AND USAGE The term “Common Area” means all areas and facilities outside the leased premises that
are provided and designated by Landlord for general use and convenience (among others) of Tenant and others. These areas
include, but are not limited to, pedestrian sidewalks, landscaped areas, exterior stairways, and similar areas and delivery yards.
Landlord reserves the right from time to time to make changes to the shape, size, location, number and extent of improvements,
buildings common areas, loading areas, parking layout or areas, and other improvements and to eliminate or add any
improvements or buildings to any portion of the property.

5.1 All usage must be courteous and respectful to other on the premises. 

5.2 During the term of this lease Landlord shall operate, manage and repair all parking areas upon the property. The 
manner in which such areas and facilities shall be maintained and the expenditures for maintenance shall be at the sole 
discretion of the Landlord and the use of such areas facilities shall be subject to such reasonable regulations and changes as 
Landlord shall make from time to time, including without limitation the right to close, if necessary , all or any portion of such 
areas, roads, or facilities to such extent as may be legally sufficient in the opinion of the Landlords’ counsel to prevent a 
dedication thereof of the accrual of rights of any person or of the public therein, or to close temporarily all or any portion of such 
areas and facilities. 

Tenant shall be solely responsible for any snow/ice melt services in front of their premises and shall pay for any damage 
which may occur due to Tenant's negligence or misuse of the parking and common areas. 

6. PURPOSE Tenant shall use and occupy the Leased Premises for organizational offices. Tenant shall not use space for any
other use or purpose without the written consent of Landlord. The Parties acknowledge that Landlord has a significant interest
in the activities conducted upon the Leased Premises and that the granting or withholding of consent by Landlord to any other
use of the Leased Premises shall be solely within the Landlord's discretion and shall not be unreasonably withheld.

7. USES PROHIBITED The Tenant shall not use the Leased Premises in any manner that will increase the rating or cost of fire
insurance upon the Improvement from the rate in force as at the date of the commencement of the term of this Lease, or in any
other manner which would deface or injure the Improvement or the Real Property, or portions of either. Tenant shall not permit
any objectionable noise or odor to escape from or be emitted from the Leased Premises, or permit any use or activity upon the
Leased Premises tending to create a nuisance or disturb any other tenant of the Improvement.

7.1 Tenant shall not cause or permit any hazardous substance to be spilled, leaked, disposed of, or otherwise released 
on or under the Premises. Tenant may use or otherwise handle on the Leased Premises only those substances typically used 
or sold in the prudent and safe operation of the business specified in Section 6. Tenant may store such substances on the 
Leased Premises only in quantities necessary to satisfy Tenant’s reasonably anticipated needs. Tenant shall take care and 
precaution to comply with all Environmental Laws, now in effect or hereafter enacted. Tenant must exercise the highest degree 
of care in the use, handling, and storage of hazardous substances and shall take all practicable measures to minimize the 
quantity and toxicity of hazardous substances used, handled, or stored on the Premises. Upon the expiration or termination of 
this Lease, Tenant shall remove from the Premises all hazardous substances brought on the Premises during the term of this 
Lease. The term “Environmental Law” shall mean any federal, state, or local statute, regulation, or ordinance or any judicial or 
other governmental order, now in effect or hereafter enacted, pertaining to the protection of health, safety or the environment. 

7.2 Tenant shall perform no act in the conduct of Tenant’s operations upon the Leased Premises or in Tenant’s 
occupancy thereof which is in violation of any of the laws of the State of Oregon relating to “pollution control” as set forth in ORS 
Chapter 468, or in the rules and regulations of the Department of Environmental Quality as adopted by the Environmental 
Quality Commission or any other agency of the State of Oregon or its political subdivisions having authority to regulate and 
control the quality of air, water and the disposal of waste, toxins and hazardous materials. 

7.3 Tenant shall not incorporate the use, manufacturing, distributing, storage or selling of any cannabis, hemp, or other 
related products within the premise. 

8. COMPLIANCE WITH LAW AND RULES AND REGULATIONS Tenant at Tenant's own expense shall promptly observe
and comply with all present and future laws, orders, regulations, rules, ordinances, use and zoning restrictions, recorded
covenants and conditions, and other requirements of federal, state, county and city governments with respect to the use, care
and control of the Leased Premises. Tenant acknowledges that the subject property is within the City limits and agrees to
comply with all of the rules and regulations pertaining to Landlord’s building as set forth now or in future amendments. Tenant
further agrees to abide by such rules and regulations as they may be expanded, modified or amended from time to time by
Landlord.
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9. ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLEASE Tenant shall not assign interest of the Tenant under this Lease, nor shall the Tenant sublet
any portion of the Leased Premises, without the written consent of Landlord, which shall not be unreasonably withheld. The
Parties acknowledge that Landlord has a significant interest in the activities and creditworthiness of the occupant of the Leased
Premises and that the granting or withholding of consent by Landlord to assignment or subleasing of the Leased Premises shall
be within the Landlord's reasonable discretion.

10. UTILITIES Tenant shall be responsible for 100% of the electric, water and sewer service charges, so long as they are the
only Tenant occupying the building. If the downstairs (Suites A and B) are leased, Tenant shall be responsible for 15% of the
electric, water and sewer charges. Tenant shall be 100% responsible for all costs associated with voice and data services,
garbage and recycling.

11. IMPROVEMENTS AND TRADE FIXTURES No alterations shall be made, or additions constructed, to the Leased
Premises without the prior written consent of Landlord, Tenant shall remove any trade fixtures and other improvements installed
or constructed by Tenant upon the Leased Premises as Landlord directs; provided that Tenant shall have the obligation to repair
all damage resulting from the removal of such trade fixtures or improvements. Unless removed by Tenant within ten (10) days
after the termination of this Lease, all such trade fixtures and improvements shall be deemed abandoned by Tenant and any
interest of Tenant therein shall be deemed transferred to Landlord, without prejudice to any claims by Landlord arising out of
Tenant's failure to remove. The renewal of this Lease or the extension of its term in any other manner shall not be deemed a
modification of the right of Tenant to remove trade fixtures and improvements or the obligations of Tenant under this paragraph.
During the period from the expiration or termination of this Lease for any reason to the date that tenant fully removes all of
Tenant's trade fixtures and improvements and performs the repairs required under the provisions of this paragraph, or to a date
ten (10) days after the date upon which such trade fixtures or improvements are deemed abandoned, Tenant shall be
conclusively deemed to be holding over as a tenant at will and all of the obligations of Tenant hereunder, including the obligation
to pay rental, shall continue in full force and effect.

Tenant, at it’s own expense, shall make improvements, modifications, and repairs to keep the Premises in compliance 
with specific ADA requirements (and other governmental accessibility requirements) to the extent triggered by improvements 
made by Tenant. 

Tenant shall be responsible for any and all improvements to the Leased Premise, which must be completed in a 
professional, craftsmanship manner. Any modifications to the building structure, plumbing, or electrical systems must be 
approved by ownership prior to change. 

12. RETURN OF PREMISES Upon the expiration of this Lease or its termination for any cause, Tenant will surrender the
Leased Premises in the order and condition required under the provisions of Paragraph 15 of this Lease, except for damage
resulting from fire, acts of God, or other casualty not caused by the negligence or fault of the Tenant, and normal wear and tear.

13. EARLY TERMINATION The Tenant or Landlord may request early termination of this lease by providing 45-day written
notice to the opposite party. Tenant will be responsible for all rent costs incurred within the 45-day period, per Section 3.

14. ACCESS BY LANDLORD The Landlord, or the Landlord's representatives and agents, shall have free access to the
Leased Premises at reasonable times for the purpose of examining or exhibiting the same or to make any repairs or alterations
on the Leased Premises which the Landlord deems convenient for the maintenance or preservation thereof; provided that this
paragraph shall not be deemed a modification of the repair and maintenance responsibilities provided by this Lease. At any
time, Tenant shall permit Landlord and its agents to place upon the Leased Premises any reasonable "For Sale" signs and to
exhibit the Leased Premises to prospective purchasers at reasonable hours. At any time within sixty (60) days prior to the
expiration of this Lease, Tenant shall permit Landlord and its agents to place upon the Leased Premises any reasonable "For
Rent" or "For Lease" signs and to exhibit the Leased Premises to prospective tenants at reasonable hours.

15. REPAIRS AND MAINTENANCE Landlord shall maintain and repair, at Landlord's expense, the roof, and structural
components of the Leased Premises. Landlord shall ensure the HVAC system is property maintained and repaired as needed.

Tenant shall maintain, repair and replace all interior elements of the Leased Premises within the walls of the Leased 
Premise in the same manner as a reasonably prudent owner including but not limited to light fixtures, electrical wiring, light 
bulbs, plumbing fixtures from the point of entry, finished walls, flooring, interior plate glass & doors and hardware for the doors, 
as well as all trade fixtures. Repairs and replacements shall be made without regard to the expiration date of this Lease. 

16. PARKING Tenant shall be entitled to the nonexclusive right to parking, in a portion of the parking area located upon the
Real Property. All of the parking area shall be deemed a Common Facility. Landlord cannot be held liable for any damage that
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may occur to the Tenant’s vehicle, or the vehicle of Tenant’s clientele, during the use of any of the available parking areas. 

16.1 Tenant shall not service or store any vehicle in the Common Areas, unless Landlord grants written permission for 
such storage. 

17. LIENS AND ENCUMBRANCES Tenant shall keep the Premises free and clear of any and all liens or encumbrances
imposed or threatened to be imposed on the Leased Premises by reason of any contract, act or omission by the Tenant.

18. INJURY TO PROPERTY OR PERSON The Tenant is to be responsible for the condition of the Leased Premises interior
during the term of this Lease and any damage or injury to property or person resulting from the condition of the Leased Premises
or the activities upon the Real Property of the Tenant, the Tenant's agents and employees, any independent contractor hired
by Tenant, any subtenants of Tenant or any other person upon the Real Property with the express or implied consent of Tenant,
except to the extent of Landlord's obligations to repair under the provisions of Paragraph 15 hereof. Tenant shall indemnify and
save Landlord harmless from any loss, damage, claim or demand arising out of such condition or activities. Tenant shall obtain
and maintain in full force and effect personal injury and property damage liability insurance in an amount not less than Two Million
Dollars ($2,000,000.00) combined single limit, indemnifying the Tenant from any liability, claim or demand arising out of such
condition or activities, and naming Landlord as an additional insured. Such insurance shall be written by an insurance company
authorized to transact business within the State of Oregon, and shall provide that such insurance may not be canceled or
modified in any manner without not less than ten (10) days' prior written notice to Landlord. A copy of such insurance policy or
a certificate evidencing such insurance shall be furnished to Landlord.

19. FIRE INSURANCE Landlord shall maintain in force a policy or policies of fire insurance covering the Improvement, with
such coverage and in such amounts as Landlord may determine, naming the Landlord as the insured thereunder. Tenant shall
insure the interest of Tenant in any personal property, fixtures or trade fixtures located in the Improvement.

20. TAXES/ASSESSMENTS Tenant shall pay all personal property taxes upon property of the Tenant located upon the Leased
Premises.

21. DESTRUCTION OF PREMISES In the event the Leased Premises are destroyed or injured by an act of God, by fire or by
other casualty to the extent that Landlord determines in Landlord's sole discretion that it is impractical or inadvisable to repair or
to reconstruct, then the Landlord shall give the Tenant written notice of such decision and the Lease shall terminate as of the
date of such destruction. The Landlord shall have a period of thirty (30) days following the destruction or damage in which to
decide whether the repairs or reconstruction shall be made. If the Landlord decides to repair or reconstruct, this Lease shall
continue in full force and effect. In any event the Tenant shall be entitled to a reduction of rent from the date of such destruction
or damage until the repair or reconstruction is completed in an amount proportionate to the extent to which said damage or
destruction and the making of the repairs interferes with the occupancy by the Tenant of the Leased Premises.

22. TAKING FOR PUBLIC USE If the Leased Premises, in whole or in part, be taken or condemned for public use (an agreed
sale to a public or quasi public corporation or utility after threat of condemnation constituting a public taking as used herein), all
compensation awarded upon such condemnation or taking shall be paid directly to the Landlord, and the Tenant hereby
irrevocably assigns and transfers to the Landlord all the Tenant's rights and claims to compensation or damages, including
severance damages, to which the Tenant might become entitled during the term hereof by reason of such taking. Upon any
such taking by condemnation, the title to the property so taken shall vest in the condemner, free and clear of this Lease, subject
to the Landlord's right to compensation in the stead of the Tenant and as owner, and, except for said rights to compensation,
this Lease shall terminate as to the property so taken, and the rental shall be proportionately reduced for the remainder of the
term. In such a case tenant has full right to obtain all personal property that may be on the premises, unless it is a building
fixture that is attached and will result in damage if removed.

23. CONDITIONS In the event a petition is filed by the Tenant for relief under any of the chapters of the Federal Act relating to
bankruptcy; or in the event an involuntary petition is filed against Tenant under the provisions of such Act and such proceeding
is not dismissed within thirty (30) days from the date of such filing; or in the event the Tenant makes an assignment for the
benefit of the Tenant's creditors of all or any portion of the assets of the Tenant; or in the event Tenant proposes or consents to
a composition with unsecured creditors of the Tenant; or in the event any interest of the Tenant hereunder is levied upon by
legal process for the enforcement of any debt of the Tenant, individually or jointly; Landlord shall have the right to terminate this
Lease by giving written notice of termination to Tenant. Specifically, the time periods provided by Paragraph 26 of this Lease for
curing defaults shall not be applicable to the provisions of this paragraph.
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24. SUBORDINATION OF LEASE Tenant agrees that this Lease is, and shall be, subordinate to any mortgage or any other
hypothecation for security which hereafter may be placed upon the Real Property or any portion thereof, and such subordination
is hereby effective without any further act by Tenant. Nevertheless, upon the request of Landlord, Tenant shall enter into a
Subordination Agreement in such form as a lender may require providing in effect that this Real Property Lease and the rights of
Tenant herein are subjected and subordinated, and shall remain subject, subordinate and junior to the lien of such lender and to
the rights and interest of such lender, its successors and assigns, as fully and with the same effect as if the document creating
the lien of lender had been fully executed, acknowledged and recorded, and the indebtedness secured thereby had been fully
disbursed prior to the execution of this Lease or possession by Tenant.

25. SIGNS & DISPLAYS No sign, fixture, advertisement or notice shall be placed, inscribed, painted or affixed to the
Improvement or upon the Real Property or within the Leased Premises that is visible from the exterior, without the written
consent of Landlord. Any purchase and/or installation of signage shall be at tenant's sole expense and must be in accordance
with Landlord's specifications. Signs shall comply with City Code and the rules and regulations set within this document or as
amended in the future.

26. DEFAULT BY TENANT In the event the Tenant shall fail to pay any payment coming due hereunder from the Tenant to the
Landlord within ten (10) days from the due date thereof, or in the event the Tenant shall violate or fail to perform any other
covenant, condition or provision of this Lease within thirty (30) days after written notice thereof is given to the Tenant by the
Landlord, the Landlord shall be entitled to the following remedies:

a. Without terminating this Lease, the Landlord shall be entitled to recover from the Tenant any amounts due
hereunder, or any damages arising out of the violation or failure of the Tenant to perform any covenant, condition or provision of 
this Lease. 

b. The Landlord may elect to terminate this Lease and any and all interest and claim of the Tenant by virtue of such
Lease, whether such interest or claim is existing or prospective, and to terminate all interest of the Tenant in the Leased 
Premises. Such termination shall, at the election of the Landlord, also terminate any sublease by the Tenant, whether or not the 
Landlord has theretofore consented to such sublease. 

c. The Landlord may elect to relet the Leased Premises as agent for the Tenant.

26.1 The foregoing remedies shall be in addition to, and shall not exclude, any other remedy available to the Landlord
at law or in equity. The ten (10) day grace period for the payment of amounts coming due hereunder is in recognition of the ten 
(10) day grace period for the payment of rentals provided by the statutes of the State of Oregon, and shall not be construed as
an addition to, or an extension of, such grace period provided by statute. All remedies, to the extent they are not inconsistent
with each other, shall be deemed cumulative. The election by the Landlord of one remedy shall not prevent the subsequent
election by the Landlord of an inconsistent remedy unless the Tenant has substantially changed the Tenant's position in reliance
upon such prior election by the Landlord.

26.1.1 In the event this Lease is terminated, all obligations and indebtedness of the Tenant to the Landlord 
arising out of this Lease prior to the date of such termination shall survive such termination. 

26.1.2 Upon such termination, or upon the election by the Landlord to relet the Leased Premises, the Landlord 
may re-enter the Leased Premises and take possession thereof and remove any persons and property by legal action or by self- 
help with the use of reasonable force and without liability for damages, and the Tenant shall indemnify and hold the Landlord 
harmless from any claim or demand arising out of such re-entry and removal of persons and property. 

26.1.3 In the event the Landlord re-enters the Leased Premises upon termination, or for the purpose of 
reletting, the Landlord may relet all or some portion of the Leased Premises, alone or in conjunction with other properties, for a 
term longer or shorter than the term of this Lease, upon any reasonable terms and conditions, including the granting of a period 
of rent-free occupancy or other rental concession, and Landlord may, but shall not be required to, relet the Leased Premises for 
any use or purpose other than that specified in this Lease, and Landlord shall not be required to relet to any tenants which 
Landlord may reasonably consider objectionable. 

26.2 In the event of termination by the Landlord, the Landlord shall be entitled to recover immediately as damages 
the total of the following amounts: 

a. Any amount by which the Tenant's total obligations under this Lease exceed the reasonable rental value of the
Leased Premises as at the date of default, for the remaining term of this Lease. 

b. The reasonable costs of re-entry and reletting, including, but not limited to, any expense of cleaning, repairing,

altering, remodeling, refurbishing, removing Tenant's property, or any other expense incurred in recovering possession of the 
Leased Premises or reletting the Leased Premises, including, but not limited to, attorney's fees, court costs, broker's 
commissions and advertising expenses. 

c. The loss of rental accruing until the date when a new tenant has been, or with the exercise of reasonable diligence
could have been, obtained. 

d. The entire minimum rent otherwise due and payable for the months' rent was abated hereunder. Such months
represent any rental concessions granted at the beginning of this Lease or concessions granted during the term of this Lease. 

26.2.1 In the event the Landlord relets the Leased Premises as agent for the Tenant, the Landlord shall be 
entitled to recover immediately as damages the total of the following amounts. 

a. An amount equal to the total rental coming due for the term of this Lease, computed based upon the
periodic rent provided for herein and without discount or reduction for the purpose of adjusting such amount to present value of 
anticipated future payments, less any payments theretofore applied against such total rental. 

b. The reasonable costs of re-entry and reletting, including, but not limited to, any expense of cleaning,
repairing, altering, remodeling, refurbishing, removing Tenant's property, or any other expense incurred in recovering 
possession of the Leased Premises or reletting the Lease Premises, including, but not limited to, attorney's fees, court costs, 
broker's commissions and advertising expense. 

c. The entire minimum rent otherwise due and payable for the months' rent was abated hereunder. Such
months represent rental concessions granted at the beginning of this Lease or concessions granted during the term of this 
Lease. 

26.2.2 All payments received by the Landlord from reletting shall be applied upon indebtedness and damages 
owning to the Landlord from the Tenant, if any, and the balance shall be remitted to the Tenant. 

27. QUIET ENJOYMENT Landlord warrants and covenants that upon performance of all the terms and conditions hereof by
Tenant, Tenant shall peaceably enjoy the Leased Premises for the term hereof. Tenant shall make all efforts to accommodate
and not to disrupt the enjoyment of all other tenants within the Leased Premises.

28. HOLDING OVER In the event Tenant shall hold over after a notice of termination has been delivered, such holding over
shall be deemed to create a tenancy at will, which may be terminated at any time by the Tenant or the Landlord. The base rent
for the holdover period may be increased as much as 110% of the current base rent period.

29. WAIVER OF SUBROGATION RIGHTS Each of the parties hereto hereby released the other, and the agents, employees
and successors of such other party, from all claims, demands and liabilities arising from unintentional acts or omissions of the
other party which result in loss for which the party sustaining such loss is indemnified under a policy or policies of insurance, and
neither party's insurance company shall have a subrogated claim against the other.

30. NOTICES Any notice to be given hereunder or any notice to be given by law shall be in writing and may be given by email,
personal delivery or by certified mail. Notice to Landlord shall be delivered to the address cited on Page 1 of this Real Property
Lease, or such other address as may later be designated in writing. In addition, notice may be given in any other manner
prescribed or authorized by law. All notices given hereunder shall be conclusively deemed received on the third business day
following the date of posting in the United States mail, if such notice is given by mail.

30.1 If a mailbox is available upon the property, either as an individual unit or community unit, the keys are the 
responsibility of the Tenant. Landlord does not have the legal authority to change a lock on a mailbox as it is the property of the 
United States Postal Service. Any fee associated with obtaining a key is the sole responsibility of the Tenant. 

31. INTERPRETATION All the covenants, agreements, conditions and terms contained in this Lease shall be binding upon,
apply and inure to the benefit of the heirs, personal representatives or the successors and assigns respectively of the Landlord
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and the Tenant, and all of said covenants shall be construed as covenants running with the land. This paragraph shall not be 
construed as a modification of any restrictions on assignment set forth herein. 

32. WAIVER Failure of either of the parties to insist upon the strict performance of the terms, covenants, agreements and
conditions in this Lease contained, or any of them, shall not constitute or be construed as a waiver of relinquishment of the right
to thereafter enforce any such term, covenant, agreement or condition, but the same shall continue in full force and effect.

33. LITIGATION EXPENSE In the event any legal proceeding is commenced for the purpose of interpreting or enforcing any
provision of this Lease, the prevailing party in such proceeding shall be entitled to recover a reasonable attorney's fee in such
proceeding, or any appeal thereof, to be set by the court without the necessity of hearing testimony or receiving evidence, in
addition to the costs and disbursements allowed by law.

34. WARRANTY OF AUTHORITY In the event this Lease is executed by any person as an officer or agent, such person
individually represents and warrants that such person is duly authorized to execute and deliver this Lease on behalf of its
principal and that the execution of this Lease is the lawful and voluntary act of the principal of such person.

35. CHANGE OF OWNERSHIP If Tenant is a corporation, then any transfer during the term of this Lease or any renewal
thereof of voting stock resulting cumulatively in more than a fifty percent (50%) change of ownership from the date of the
execution of this Lease; or if Tenant is a partnership, then any change in the sharing of profits or losses of such partnership
whereby persons who are not partners as to the date of the execution of this Lease acquire more than a fifty percent (50%)
interest in profits and losses; shall be deemed a transfer of the leasehold interest of Tenant which requires the granting or
withholding of consent by Landlord under the provisions of Paragraph 9 of this Real Property Lease.

36. BINDING EFFECT All of the covenants, agreements, conditions and terms contained in this Lease shall be binding upon,
apply to the benefit of the successors and assigns of the respective parties hereto. However, nothing in this paragraph shall be
construed as modifying in any way any restrictions on assignment or transfer provided in this Lease.

37. INTEGRATION This Lease constitutes a final and complete statement of the agreement between the parties, and fully
supersedes all prior agreements or negotiations, written or oral.

38. APPLICABLE LAW The applicable law for the purpose of interpretation of this Lease, or the enforcement of any rights or
obligations hereunder, shall be the laws of the State of Oregon.

39. ESTOPPEL CERTIFICATE

a. Each party (as "responding party") shall at any time upon not less than ten (10) days' prior written notice from the
other party ("requesting party") execute, acknowledge and deliver to the requesting party as statement in writing (i) certifying 
that this Lease is unmodified and in full force and effect (or, if modified, stating the nature of such modification and certifying that 
this Lease, as so modified, is in full force and effect) and the date to which the rent and other charges are paid in advance, if 
any, and (ii) acknowledging that there are not, to the responding party's knowledge, any uncured defaults on the part of the 
requesting part, or specifying such defaults if any are claimed. Any such statement may be conclusively relied upon by any 
prospective purchaser or encumbrancer of the Building or of the business of Tenant. 

b. At the requesting party's option, the failure to deliver such statement within such time shall be a material default of
this Lease by the party who is to respond, without any further notice to such party, or it shall be conclusive upon such party that 
(i) this Lease is in full force and effect, without modification except as may be represented by the requesting party, (ii) there are
no uncured defaults in the requesting party's performance, and (iii) if Landlord is the requesting party, not more than one
month's rent has been paid in advance.

c. If Landlord desires to finance, refinance or sell the Property, or any part thereof, Tenant hereby agrees to deliver to
any lender or purchaser designated by Landlord such financial statements of Tenant as may be reasonably required by such 
lender or purchaser. Such statements shall include the past three (3) years' financial statements of Tenant. All such financial 
statements shall be received by Landlord and such lender or purchaser in confidence and shall be used only for the purposes 
herein set forth. 

40. RECORDING Tenant shall, upon written request of Landlord, execute and deliver a memorandum of this Lease sufficient
for recording in the real property records of the county in which the Real Property is located. Landlord shall pay the cost of
recording. This Lease, and any memorandum or other notice thereof, shall not be recorded without the consent of Landlord, in
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Landlord's sole discretion. 

41. REPRESENTATIONS The Tenant acknowledges that this Lease is accepted and executed on the basis of Tenant's own
examination and personal knowledge of the value and condition of the Leased Premises; that no representation as to the value,
condition or repair of the Leased Premises has been made by Landlord or Landlord's agent and that the Tenant agrees to take
the Leased Premises in the condition the Leased Premises are in at the time of the execution of this Lease.

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Talent citizens request the reversal of Talent City Council’s violation of the Talent City Charter Section 
12(1) of Chapter III with regards to the Council’s approval for Eleanor Ponomeroff to be a candidate 
for City Council. 

As per Council Rules Section 3 E I request that the City Council agendize an item to discuss, review and 
reverse the Talent City Council violation of the Talent City Charter Section 12(1) of Chapter III. City 
Attorney Lori Cooper notified the council as part of a memo dated May 25, 2022 that: 

“The “qualifications” of Council members are set out in Section 12(1) of Chapter III of the Charter, as 
discussed above, and one of those qualifications is residency in the City. The Council cannot change 
Council member qualifications set out in the Charter; only a vote of the people can amend the 
Charter.” 

Attorney Coopers also stated that:”…the Council’s motion to allow those who have been displaced by 
the fire but who have an intent to return to live within the City to file for council candidacy… makes 
sense and is a reasonable action to take.” 

Attorney Coopers also stated that: “If challenged, I think a displaced person could still make the case for 

City residency so long as their current housing situation is temporary, and they are making efforts to
move back to the City and maintain voter registration in the City. Other factors that demonstrate an 

intent to remain a resident of the City, such as being employed in the City and/or re-building a house
in the City, could also be considered. The longer time goes on, this argument will be harder to justify, as 
more dwellings are rebuilt and there are more opportunities for displaced people to move back to the 
City.”  

Eleanor Ponomeroff owns and lives in a home in Ashland that county records show she took ownership 
of on October 20, 2021. After more than two years and after most Talent residents have rebuilt or are in 
the process of rebuilding, Eleanor Ponomeroff has not requested a building permit to rebuild her home 
at 272 Rockfellow Place in Talent or publically spoken about why she has not requested a building 
permit or informed the public about her intentions.  

As to Talent’s City Attorney’s memo: 

- Is Candidate Ponomeroff’s housing situation temporary? When is she moving from Ashland to
Talent? When is she going to request a building permit? Can she demonstrate an intent to
remain a resident of Talent? The longer time goes on, this argument will be harder to justify.

It is well known that members of the Talent City Council are comprised of what some would refer to as 
an “Old Boys/Girls Club” but this is no reason to violate Talent’s City Charter. I request, under item 11 of 
tonight’s agenda, that at least one councilor stand up and request that this charter violation be 
discussed in public.

Talent Citizens Transparency Agenda Item Request 

Per Council Rules Section 3 E, and in the spirit of transparency,  I request that the City Council agenize an 

item to discuss and review the relationship between former Talent Urban Renewal Director Jon Legarza 

and Mayor Darby Ayers-Flood and that Council provide a full accounting of all TURA and City payments 

made to Jon Legarza and his company.  

Talent residents have concerns regarding the hiring of Legarza, the huge sums of money paid to Legarza 

and the unexplained resignation of Legarza. 

Please provide answers to the following questions: 

1- Is it true that as part of the Jon Legarza hiring process there was never an independent

background check completed and that Mayor Darby and a City Councilor did the background

check themselves? Why weren’t normal protocols of conducting an independent background

investigation followed? Please provide a copy of the background report, with proper redactions.

2- Is it true that on March 4 2020 Mayor Darby and the City Council, acting as the Urban Renewal

Board,  agreed to hire Jon Legarza and that he signed a $102,000 per year TURA Director

contract in April of 2020 under the company name of Healthy Sustainable Communities, LLC

(HSC) and that his one man company was not even formed and registered with the Secretary of

State until March 19, 2020? The minutes from the TURA meeting of March 18, 2020 show a

motion from a City Councilor to amend the Legarza contract with TURA  from his personal name

to his new business name, before his business was even filed with the state.

3- Did Talent’s Mayor and Council know that Jon Legarza was still employed full time by Clackamas

County when Talent’s Urban Renewal Agency (TURA) hired Largarza and that Legarza continued

his full time employment with Clackamas county until June 14, 2021 at $104,000 per year? If

they did not know, how could they have performed any background check whatsoever, as this

was public information and published in many sites and news articles on the internet?

4- Mayor Darby signed off on a check dated 6/30/2021 for $54,500 payable to Jon Legarza’s one

man company. What did Talent get in return for these funds before Legarza resigned? How

much of Talent’s “Covid Grant money” was funneled to Jon Legarza? What percent of the total

covid grant monies did Legarza receive?

5- It appears that Healthy Sustainable Communities, LLC was a “one man show”. Please provide

documentation of all members of his staff, if any, and their functions as well as the billable

hours connected to each employee, if any, that was performed under each contract provided to

Jon Legarza including contracts for TURA Executive Director, Talent Interim City Manager, Talent

Fire Recovery and Resilience Director and any others.

6- Please provide an itemized list of all payments made to Jon Legarza and his company from the

City of Talent and the Talent Urban Renewal Agency since March 2020.

7- When and how did Legarza provide formal notice of resignation to Talent and TURA? Please

provide a copy of all correspondences regarding his resignation.

8- Portland based Micro Enterprise Services of Oregon (MESO) list their Southern Oregon office as

Mayor Darby’s home. MESO’s former Executive Director noted MESO’s relationship with Jon
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Legarza’s company, Healthy Sustainable Communities. Also, a 1/27/2021 Clackamas County 

2020 Annual Job Review for Legarza states: “Jon sought out grant funding this year, established 

a relationship with Micro Enterprises Services of Oregon (MESO) to bring them to the county in 

two new ways – to provide grants programs and to provide an ongoing technical assistance 

program…”. It appears Mayor Darby gained financial benefit from her relationship with Legarza. 

What financial relationship was/is there between Mayor Darby, Jon Legarza and/or MESO?      

9- Oregon Secretary of State shows Legarza’s Healthy Sustainable Communities company has been

dissolved as of August 4th, 2022. This again indicates that he had no employees and formed this

corporation solely for the purpose of working with the City of Talent under a different name.

What dates were the most recent contracts with Legarza/HSC set to expire? Was all contracted

work completed?
